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Mendocino is an approved American Viticultural Area with 275,200 acres (111,369 ha).

The total area planted to vineyards is 16,700 acres (6,758 ha).

About 4,300 acres (1,740ha) are planted to Chardonnay, 1,900 acres (768ha) to Pinot Noir, and 2,600 acres
(1,052ha) to Cabernet Sauvignon.

Approximately 25 percent of the total vineyard acreage in Mendocino County is certified organic. There are 10
official American Viticultural Areas in Mendocino County.

There are 56 wineries and over 250 growers harvesting approximately 62,000 winegrape tons, representing
about two percent of the state’s wine tonnage.

Located directly north of Sonoma County and about 90 miles north of San Francisco, the Mendocino wine
region is bounded by California’s Coastal Mountain Range, the Pacific Ocean and the great northern redwood
forests.

A mountainous region, it is part of the seismically active Coast Range and is also the place where the San
Andreas Fault reaches the ocean. Almost 60 percent of the county is blanketed with coniferous forests. Most of
the vineyards are located in the inland valleys in the south and east areas of the region. The vineyards growing
white wine grape varieties are located on flood plains and alluvium along the Navarro and Russian Rivers. Most
of the red varieties are grown on the bench lands above.
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Anderson Valley in California’s Mendocino County now ranks with the top Pinot Noir regions in North
America.
While production is not huge, quality is soaring, as rising-star winemakers join home grown stalwarts in
producing sleek, powerful Pinots.
Cutting laterally through the coastal range rather than lying between ridges, the west or “deep end” of the
Anderson Valley is only a few miles from the cold Pacific Ocean, while the town of Boonville is some 20 miles to
the east.
At "the deep end" there is the oldest vineyards in Anderson Valley established in 1972: WILEY vineyard.
Such unique geography results in a wide diurnal range, with daily high and low temperatures diverging 5 or 12
degrees C, in Wiley Vineyard even more.
This enables Pinot Noir growers to keep acid development in line with sugar and flavor formation through long,
warm Indian summers. It also makes for superb Gewurztraminer and Riesling, giving rise to the valley’s annual
Alsatian festival. In eastern and ridge-top sites there is plenty of warmth to ripen Chardonnay and Sauvignon
Blanc. Then there’s sparkling wine.
With several methode champenoise sparkling houses, Anderson Valley is bubbly paradise.

Resting at an elevation of 160mt, this historic vineyard has a gentle
slope, a Southeastern aspect and shallow Franciscan soil.

Our Pinot Noir is blended from 20 acres of vines planted to clones 37, 115, 538, 667, 777 and Pommard,
planted from 1972 to 1982.

This complexity in the vineyard contributes to the finished wine's intriguing spice notes and savory character.
Encircled by ridges sprinkled with conifers, this former homestead exemplifies the sublime beauty of Anderson

Valley.

L Valley Foothills is a sprawling vineyard located on south-facing
slopes in the heart of Anderson Valley. This family-owned site is

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The Mendocino Ridge is the only non-contiguous AVA in America. Only elevations of 1200ft or higher are
included. Everything lower than that falls into Mendocino County or Anderson Valley appellations. Adjacent to
the Pacific, the lower areas of coastal Mendocino County are regularly blanketed with a cooling fog, except for
the ridges. These non-contiguous peaks rise from clouds of fog, seemingly like islands, bringing uninterrupted
sunshine to the scattering of tiny vineyards nestled among Redwood and Douglas fir trees. The region covers
more than a quarter-million acres of mountainous land, but just 75 acres of the entire viticultural area are
planted, with Zinfandel being the local specialty since the late 1800s when many of these ridge-top vineyards
were first planted.

The legacy of the early Italian mountain vignerons is honored today, as Mendocino Ridge is recognized for
producing some of the very best, most distinctive Zins anywhere.
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1. Signal Ridge Vineyard
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Signal Ridge Vineyard is one of the highest elevation plantings in California at 2,642 feet (805Mt) and is sited
in the Mendocino Ridge AVA where there are only 239 acres (less then 97ha) planted. This unique, elevation-
demarcated appellation features vineyards that are positioned on exposed mountaintops above the fog line.

Our Pinot Noir is blended from 17 acres (6.9ha) of vines planted to some American heritage clones such as 828,
Swan, and European clones such as Pommard, 2A and 115.
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Valleys, plains, mountaintops, forests, riverbeds and ocean cliffs create a unique geographical palette
resulting in a staggering amount of microclimates: trying to find one uniform characteristic to sum up Sonoma
County geography is a challenge.

There are, however, a few noteworthy features that influence the winegrowing regions of Sonoma County. Long
before vineyards covered the land, Sonoma County was an inland sea. Tectonic upheavals of the coastal plates
created the present day Mayacamas Mountains that form the eastern boundary of the county, and created a
soil structure in these areas defined by ash and lava.

In addition to this rare distinction, Sonoma County is also home to more soil types than are found in all of
France, creating a unique patchwork of site, soil and geographic rarities unlike any other region in the world.
Most wine regions benefit from proximity to a body of water, and for Sonoma County it’s the Russian River and
the 60 miles of oceanic coastline. Meandering through a lush valley of vineyards, the rolling Russian River river
provides a conduit for pulling fog through Healdsburg and into the Alexander Valley. On the west side of the
county, the Russian River continues its run through Green Valley and empties into the ocean at Jenner.

A land of unlimited potential for grape growing and winemaking, Sonoma County is an inspiring place to live
and work.

There are 19 distinct Sonoma County wine appellations, wine growing regions known as American Viticultural
Areas (AVAs). Each has a unique climate and geography and directly correlates to the wine in your glass. From
warm, sunny days to cooler, fog covered valley floors, the variations in the geography and climate influence
each individual region in many ways.

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The Russian River Valley climate is sculpted by the regular intrusion of cooling fog from the Pacific
Ocean a few miles to the west. The fog arrives in the evening, often dropping the temperature 35 to 40 degrees
from its daytime high, and retreats to the ocean the following morning. This natural air-conditioning allows the
grapes to develop full flavor maturity over an extended growing season.

In a
far-flung vineyard with grazing sheep, he happened upon the perfect place to grow Pinot Noir that would push
boundaries and defy expectations.

The 2022 Outlier Pinot Noir is a delicious wine produced from a single, organically-farmed vineyard in the upper
reaches of Spring Valley, a narrow ravine just east of Clear Lake. The cool micro-climate at Long Valley Ranch
allows for the slow ripening that is so critically important when it comes to producing balanced Pinot Noir.

This outlying CCOF-certified vineyard is the only one for miles around. A mix of Pinot Noir vines were

The combination of Mediterranean climate, geography and geology of the region are conducive to growing quality wine
grapes. John Patchett established the Napa Valley's first commercial vineyard in 1858.°! In 1861 Charles Krug established
another of Napa Valley's first commercial wineries in St. Helena.®® Viticulture in Napa suffered several setbacks in the late
19th and early 20th centuries, including an outbreak of the vine disease phylloxera, the institution of Prohibition, and the
Great Depression. The wine industry in Napa Valley recovered, and helped by the results of the Paris Wine Tasting of 1976,
came to be seen as capable of producing the best quality wine — equal to that of Old World wine regions. Napa Valley is
now a major enotourism destination.
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Grown in our estate Mary’s Vineyard in Calistoga containing some of the oldest Sauvignon Blanc plantings in Napa Valley
as well as a block of young vines. The older vines, which are more than 30 years old, offer concentration and complexity,
while the young vines add vibrance. A small amount of Semillon adds roundness. The Sauvignon Blanc is planted to two
clonal selections: Musqué, for its aromatics and flavors, and Clone 1 for its structure and palate.

2. Cabernet Sauvignon
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This Cabernet is structured primarily around valley floor fruit from two of our St. Helena AVA estate vineyards, which offer
ripe fruit character, good structure and a smooth, long finish. Further complexity and elegance is added to the blend with the
addition of estate mountain vineyards from areas including Mt. Veeder and Atlas Peak.
